1 c. flour
1/2 c. salt
1 tbsp. cooking oil
2 tsp. cream of tartar
1 c. water
Food coloring (if desired)

Mix dry ingredients. Add oil and water. Cook over medium heat until mixture forms a ball. Pour onto waxed paper or bread board and knead. Store in airtight container. Will last for weeks in an airtight container or until the playdough has picked up enough dog hair, etc to render it “nasty.”
